If this is true 
for you or if there are any other 
problems, your professional should

Please make sure that 
the problems are 
fixed as soon as 
possible.   

     There are a few units that still do not 
have their charters in, which means that 
you no longer may be registered with the 
Boy Scouts of America!  The following 
units have outstanding charters for 
renewal as of March 24th: Packs 151, 
197, 200, 330, 382, 412, 500, and 511.  
Troops 104, 183, 197, and 542.  Team 
104.  Crews:  104 and 164.  Posts 502 
and 557.   
     Please note:  If your unit does not 
have the charter submitted, almost all 
communication will be shut off in your 
Pack, Troop, Crew, or Post.  Please 
contact your professional for assistance 
in completing your charter.

     Years ago, Baden-Powell observed 
that outdoor experiences are a magnet, 
attracting and capturing the enthusiasm 
of youth. With an increasing number of 
youth living in urban and suburban envi-
ronments, their quest to get outdoors is 
undoubtedly stronger than ever. 
   Enduring units are those that plan and 
carry out an outdoor activity every 
month throughout  the year. Outdoor 
activities may include day hikes, conser-
vation and service projects, overnight 
camping, camporees, day camps, resi-
dent camps, special outdoor events, 
snow and cold weather camping, and 
unit, council, or national high adventure. 
Not every outdoor experience has to be 
overnight. Daytime activities are easier 
to plan and may result in higher partici-
pation because of that smaller time com-
mitment. 

      The ultimate outdoor program 
achievement is young people commit-
ting to give back to society, their com-
munity, the environment, and to others. 
Service is the result of values instilled in 
young people by participating in Scout-
ing’s outdoor program.    Long ago, Ba-
den-Powell recognized  this as an effec-
tive tool to motivate and teach young 
people. The legacy of his insight is evi-
dent in Scouting’s outdoor programs 
today. 
   Encourage others to be astute in devel-
oping and organizing outdoor programs 
that are age-appropriate and capture the 
interest and enthusiasm of today’s youth. 
By offering meaningful outdoor pro-
grams, youth grow mentally, emotion-
ally, and physically, and the number of 
active youth in Scouting will increase.
