Webelos-to-Scout 
     A truly successful Webelos Leader 
will understand that a part of what they 
are trying to accomplish is to help 
Webelos join Boy Scouts. 
     They also know that for a boy to gain 
the benefits of the Boy Scout program, 
they must be active and participate in 
their new Troop.   
     How important is this?  A few years 
ago, a study showed that less then 20 
percent of the graduating Webelos stay 
in Scouting if they wait until May to 
move up. 
     Conversely, if they go into Troops in 
February or March, more than 60 
percent are still active in their Troops in 
the fall.  Webelos need time in the spring 
to become acclimated to their Troop 
before they go to summer camp. 
     Some leaders are reluctant to turn 
their boys over to transition into Boy 
Scouts. 
     Sure, you can find one more badge 
for them to earn first, but if you start 
meeting with the troop you could still 
have them earn that badge and get to feel 
comfortable in the Troop at the same 
time. 
     You, as the Webelos Leader, are not 
only welcome but also encouraged to 
transition along with the boys so you can 
help them get started on their next level 
of scout activities and advancement.
